I have recently fielded calls from 

several perspective buyers.  Some of these beef producers have had experience 

with Galloways, while others are looking for a breed that will give them the 

edge they need to succeed.  We are a complete outcross to the majority of the 

cattle breeds being used today.  We offer more hybrid vigor than most breeds 

and then end product will be better than what they currently have.  Sell ité

donõt just assume people will know. 

The most questions I receive have to do with color/color patterns.  I do my 

best to explain the differences between the three color patterns which are avail-

able in the breed.  Most inquiries have been for black Galloways. Their main 

concern has been that the other patterns will òpop outó in their calf crop.  Yes, 

it does take a little bit more salesmanship sometimes, but a good explanation to 

a new buyer can go a long way.   I tell them to look at òwhat makes a Galloway 

a Gallowayó, if they like the characteristics, pick the color/color pattern that 

will work best for them.

Bull Selection   

By Joel Jackson 
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 Itõs that time of year when everyone starts thinking 

about breeding season. Looking for a new bull may be at the 

top of your to-do-list. Everyone has their own method for   

selecting a bull but, perhaps I can provide a few pointers to 

make the process more successful. 

 Purchasing a bull is important because a bull has more 

genetic impact then a cow. This is because one bull can have 10 

to 30 offspring a year while a cow only has one. The bull you 

select is a reflection of your operation. Your new bull shows 

customers and colleagues what you value and where you are headed. A new bull can also be used as a marketing 

tool. It is something exciting you can boast about on your web site. You can advertise the new line and explain 

how he will improve your herd. You are demonstrating to your customers that you are forward thinking and 

working to improve their herds along with yours. 

The first step in selecting a bull is to list your breeding goals. You must have specific goals you are trying 

to breed for that do not contradict each other. Currently I am breeding for calving ease. I say this instead of birth 

weight because Iõm also working to keep my growth rates up. It is not impossible to have low birth weights and 

high weaning weights but it is not probable. When a bull has both traits they are extremely valuable.  

The next step is to use all your evaluation tools to identify the bulls that can help you achieve your goals. 

Do not select one bull up front. Find a few with the traits you need, then evaluate and study the group further. 

When attending an auction it is valuable to have a group of bulls evaluated. In my catalogue I will have marked 

and ranked every bull that I could use to meet my goals.  

Phenotype is still a valuable tool. Many breeders do not look at the phenotype of the bull. This fancy 

word means you are evaluating how the bull looks ð his Conformation. While looking at a bull will not tell you 

how his offspring are going to perform, it does tell you his physical characteristics. A bull could have super    

numbers on paper but if he is straight hocked he wonõt get a lot of breeding done.  

 I do have some physical characteristics that I always look for no matter what my breeding goal is. Letõs 

start at the head and work back to the tail. I look at the bullõs head and compare its size to others in the herd. I 

have had to pull calves that slid right out after their big head was dislodged. Then you look at the brisket and 

shoulders. Are they narrow, broad, or un-uniform? Shoulders are important for the bull to be able to travel, 

breed, and provide calving ease. The brisket is more important in meat characteristics but it should not have    

excessive skin. 

 I then look at the back and belly. Is the back straight? Is the back too long or short? The straightness and 

length of spine is important for appearance of the animal and the ability to travel. I also make sure the bull has a 

straight belly line. A bull with a pudgy gut on feed will likely have offspring that look the same way. It may also be 

an indicator that he is not feeding efficiently. Instead of using his feed to grow or muscle he is putting it into fat 

stores.

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 Last we look at the hocks, hips, and tail head. The hips and hocks are not only important for travel but 

also the ability to breed. Straight, or over curved hocks make it more difficult to travel and breed. Bad hips will 

cause the same problems. I also look at how broad the hips are. You want nice muscling but you donõt want a hip 

lock when youõre calving. With one bull I had to pull every calf once it was up to the hips. While the calves looked 

good and grew well the trade off in calving ease wasnõt worth it to me. Tail head may have a few of you curious. I 

do not have data to prove this selection tool; it is an old timerõs phenotype tool. This old belief is that a tail head 

that comes to a high point is an indicator of pelvic position. The tail head is pointier because the pelvis is rotated a 

little. This can make the birth canal angle problematic. I have noticed that when heifers are bred to the same bull I 

pull a lot more calves out of those with a pointed tail head. 

 DNA testing works much like the EPD. It is a tool to help evaluate a bull. If you buy one bull every few 

years it is all the more important that you have this information. Do not be afraid to ask for this information or to 

do the testing yourself. You wonõt be insulting anyone, youõre just being thorough. 

 Bloodlines are similar to looking at EPDõs. You are looking at the success or failure of a line of cattle and 

playing the odds that your cattle will benefit from that line. The ancestry of a bull can be a good indicator of how 

he will perform in the future.  

We should all collect as much data on our herd and develop EPDõs within our own herd.  There are     

several Cattle Management Computer Programs that help you take your numbers ( birth wt., 120 day wt. weaning 

wt, yearling wt, Hip ht, Hip width etc.) and develop those EPDõs for you.  

 My way may not be the best way but it is effective. You do not need to follow this method precisely. My 

goal was to get you thinking about what you should be looking for when selecting a bull. It is possible to skip one 

selection tool but this means you must be all the more diligent in the other areas. For instance when Iõm buying 

Galloway bulls I pay more attention to ancestry and DNA testing because I donõt have the EPDõs to work with. 

 If you need help selecting your new herd sire donõt hesitate to ask me or any of the board members.
